
Carson Creek Lift Station Project 

PROJECT OVERVIEW 
 

The project consisted of a new 3 MGD lift station with two 70 

hp Flygt variable frequency drive slide rail pumps, 35 foot 

deep wet well, overflow manholes, CMU electrical building, 

emergency generator, BioAir odor control, and demolition of 

existing pump station BP2. Piping included a 12 inch force 

main and 18 inch gravity sewer.  The wet well was coated with 

hydropox.  Site features included concrete slabs, asphalt 

paving, CMU wall, and storm drainage system.
